Henry Clay Polk, a resident of Greensboro, Henry County, Indiana, was mustered into Company E Thirteenth Indiana
regiment on February 15, 1864. He served only five months as he was killed at the Battle of Petersburg Crater on July
30, 1864.

The collection contains Polk's diary written from May until July, 1864. Approximately one hundred twenty four pages,
it includes account lists of money owed to Polk by fellow soldiers, poems, and descriptions of the Battle of Petersburg
Crater and various skirmishes. An inscription explaining Polk's death is written by Sergeant S.E. Chandler who
recovered the diary from the battlefield. Also included is a handwritten transcript of the diary.
