BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

James (Jimmy) E. Bucklin was born around 1838 in Princeton, IN.  He enlisted on the 31st of July 1861 to fight for the
Union Army as a private. He served until he was mustered out on the 15th of November 1865.  He died on the 11th of
April 1914 at the U.S. National Home for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers.  He is buried at the VA Medical Center in
Danville, IL.
