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BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Violet E. Toph, born 1878 near Elrod, Indiana, attended Ripley County schools and Hanover College. A resident of
Versailles, Miss Toph taught school in Ripley County and was the first secretary of the Ripley County Historical
Society, ca. 1921. Her association with the society continued until her death, ca. 1966.
