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BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

Miron D. Allen (1825 - after 1884), farmer and stock raiser, was born in Hampden County, Massachusetts. His family
moved first to Connecticut, then to Ohio. In 1838 Allen moved to Terre Haute, Indiana, and then in 1847 to Freedom,
Franklin Township, Owen County. In the same year he married Abigail Bush; their union was blessed with ten issue.
A Republican, Allen was a Freemason, Master of his local lodge, and served as clerk and trustee of Franklin
Township.
