HISTORICAL SKETCH

At the beginning of World War II, between the outbreak of war in 1939 and the attack on Pearl Harbor in December
1941, many young men from the United States who wanted to get involved joined the Royal Canadian Air Force.
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Some of these came from Evansville.

SCOPE AND CONTENT

This collection, filling one folder, contains pages of a scrapbook of clippings and other material about men from
Evansville, Indiana, who served in World War II, mainly in the Royal Canadian Air Force.
