Bevan was an English carpenter and sailor; immigrant to Charlestown, Clark County, Indiana (1843); student
at Lane Theological Seminary, Cincinnati, Ohio (1846-1849); Presbyterian minister in Leavenworth (Crawford
County), Byrneville (Harrison County), Martinsburg (Washington County), and other towns in southeastern Indiana.
