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BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH

William H. Jolly (ca. 1842–1863) was probably born in Perry, Pike County, Ohio.  In August, 1862 he was living in
Sunman, Indiana and enlisted as a private in Company G of the 83rd Indiana Regiment.  Jolly died in Memphis,
Tennessee on 31 August 1863.
